ORDINANCE NUMBER

WHEREAS, Alabama law authorizes municipalities to provide by ordinance for the
selling of abandoned and stolen personal property stored for three months or more; and

WHEREAS, the City of Dothan has abandoned property found within the City limits or
police jurisdiction which must be disposed of.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of the City of
Dothan as follows:

Section 1. That Chapter 54, Law Enforcement of the Code of Ordinances is hereby
amended by adding Article IV, Authority of Chief of Police Disposal of Property/Firearms
which reads as follows:

Article IV. — Authority of Chief of Police Disposal of Property/Firearms
Sec. 54-91. Permanent records kept.

The Dothan Police Department shall keep a permanent record of each piece of stolen or
abandoned property taken or stored including the date of the taking of each piece of
property, the place where it was found and taken and a description of the property shall
be kept.

Sec. 54-92. Property shall be stored in a suitable place.

The property shall be stored in a suitable place, provided that if the property be
perishable it may be sold at once without notice, in which case the proceeds shall be
held for a period of six months for the account of the owner and if not called for within
that time shall be converted into the general fund of the City of Dothan.

Sec. 54-93. Property shall be sold at auction.

The Chief of Police for the City of Dothan shall sell at public auction nonperishable
personal property that has been accumulated and held by the Dothan Police
Department for a period of no less than three months.

Sec. 54-94. Notice of public sale.

Notice of such public sale shall be advertised as to the time and location once a week
for two successive weeks in a newspaper of general circulation published in Dothan,
Alabama. The first day of such publication shall be at least 20 days before the sale.
Sec. 54-95. Firearms sold only to licensed dealers.

Firearms may only be sold to licensed firearms dealers.

Sec. 54-96. Owner of property may redeem property prior to sale.

The owner of any of the property taken up and stored may redeem the same at any time
prior to its sale by paying the reasonable expense of storing it and a pro rata of the cost
of publication.

Sec. 54-97. Person making sale shall have right to reject bids.

Each article shall be sold separately and records kept of the amount received for each

article. The person making the sale shall have the right to reject any and all bids and
shall have the right to continue the sale from time to time if there are no bids.
