ORDINANCE NO. 20__ -

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of the City of Dothan, Alabama,
as follows:

Section 1. As authorized by the State of Alabama Code, 1975, Section 11-52-70,
municipal corporations may, from time to time, rearrange or alter the boundaries of the
various zoning districts by adoption of an ordinance describing such alteration.

Section 2. The Planning Commission of the City of Dothan, Alabama did on March 18,
2020, and after public notice as required by law and codified in Chapter 114 of the Code
of Ordinances of the City of Dothan, Alabama, hold a public hearing and does
recommend rezoning the land as described below. All citizens had the opportunity to
speak in favor or in opposition to amending the Zoning Map of the City of Dothan,
Alabama, adopted therein and on file in the offices of the City Clerk and the Planning
Commission of the City of Dothan, Alabama. The proposed amendment follows:

Section 3. The following described land, owned by Sam Emfinger now zoned A-C
(Agriculture-Conservation District) and L-I (Light Industry), is hereby rezoned and
classified as H-1, (Heavy Indsutry) and shown on the Zoning Map of the City of Dothan,
Alabama:

A parcel of land located in the City of Dothan, Houston County, Alabama, and being
more particularly described as follows:

PARCEL "A"

One lot or parcel of land in the City of Dothan, Houston County, Alabama as
surveyed by Kinsaul & Associates, as per plat dated June 30, 2005, Job No. 05061,
and being more particularly described as follows: Commencing at a 5/8" iron pipe
found marking the Northwest corner of the NW 1/4 of the NW 1/4 of Section 17,
T3N, R27E; thence along the South line of said forty $89°12'55"E, for a distance of
103.60 feet to an iron pin set (IPS) (1/2" rebar, cap #19258) at a chain link fence
corner and the POINT OF BEGINNING; thence S89°12'55"E, for a distance of 330.29
feet to a chain link fence corner post; thence S03°28'12"E, for a distance of 889.06
feet to an IPS on the Northerly Right of Way (R/W) line of Webb Road (80' R/W);

feet to an IPS; thence N02°56'51"W, for a distance of 506.73 feet to the POINT OF
