HUD DEFINITIONS

FOR IDENTIFYING PERFORMANCE MEASUREMENTS

Background Overview
Performance measurement is an organized process for gathering information to determine how well programs and activities are meeting established needs and goals. 

OBJECTIVES
Objectives closely mirror the statutory objectives of each program.  The objectives are framed broadly to capture the range of community impacts that occur as a result of program activities.

a. Creating Suitable Living Environments relates to activities that are designed to benefit communities, families, or individuals by addressing issues in their living environment.  This objective relates to activities that area intended to address a wide range of issues faced by LMI persons, from physical problems with their environment, such as poor quality infrastructure to social issues such as crime prevention, literacy, or elderly health services. 

b. Providing Decent Housing covers the wide range of housing activities that could be undertaken with CDBG funds. This objective focuses on housing activities where the purpose is to meet individual family or community housing needs. It does not include programs where housing is an element of a larger effort to make community-wide improvements.

c. Creating Economic Opportunities applies to activities related to economic development, commercial revitalization, or job creation.
 
OUTCOMES
The program outcome helps further refine the grantee’s objective and is designed to capture the nature of the change or the expected result of the objective that a grantee seeks to achieve. Outcomes correspond to the question “What is the type of change that grantee is seeking?  Or what is the expected result of the activity?”

a. Availability/Accessibility applies to activities that make services, infrastructure, public services, public facilities, housing, or shelter available or accessible to LMI people, including persons with disabilities.  Note that accessibility does not refer only to physical barriers, but also to making the basics of daily living available and accessible to LMI people where they live.	
 
b. Affordability applies to activities that provide affordability in a variety of ways to LMI people. It can include the creation or maintenance of affordable housing, basic infrastructure hookups, or services such as transportation or daycare. Affordability is an appropriate objective whenever an activity is lowering the cost, improving the quality, or increasing the affordability of a product or service to benefit a low-income household.

c. Sustainability applies to activities that are aimed at improving communities or neighborhoods, helping to make them livable or viable by providing benefit to persons of LMI or by removing or eliminating slums or blighted areas, through multiple activities or services that sustain communities or neighborhoods.


HUD DEFINITIONS

  FOR IDENTIFYING HOMELESSNESS & HOUSING HOMELESS

1) An individual or family who lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence; or

2) 	An individual or family who has a primary nighttime residence that is:

a) a supervised publicly or privately-operated shelter designed to provide temporary living 
b) accommodations (incl welfare hotels, congregate shelters, transitional housing for the mentally ill);
	c)   an institution that provides a temporary residence for individuals intended to be institutionalized; or
	d)   a public or private place for not designed for, or ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping  
                  accommodation for human beings.

CHRONICALLY HOMELESS:

A chronically homeless person is an unaccompanied homeless individual with a disabling condition who has either:

1) been continuously homeless for a year or more, or

	2)   has had at least four episodes of homelessness in the past three years.

A disabling condition is defined as a diagnosable substance use disorder, serious mental illness, developmental disability, or chronic physical illness or disability.  For chronic homelessness, the definition of a homeless person is an unaccompanied individual sleeping in a place not meant for human habitation or in an emergency homeless shelter.
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
