REF: FIRE DETECTION REQUIREMENT

The International Residential Code specifies the location and total number of smoke detectors required
for each dwelling unit. The Building Inspector is responsible for verification. As you are aware, these smoke
detectors must be electrically interconnected in such a manner that the actuation of one alarm will activate all
of the alarms in the individual dwelling unit. This is also the requirement of the International Fire Code.

We are enclosing a copy of Section 313 of the International Residential Code 2006 Edition and also
Section 907.2.10.1.2 of the International Fire Code 2006 Edition.
